The Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sanghralaya or
previously known Prince of Wales Museum of Western India. It has been declared a UNESCO
world heritage site due to its architectural style is a mixture of Victorian gothic and art deco.
George Wittet is the architect of the museum, it is said that he took the eight arched pillars on
the ground floor from the Vimal Vasahi temple of Rajasthan. The dome structure has been
modeled from the Gol Gumbaz of Bijapur also inspired by the Taj Mahal.

The museum encompasses largely articles from the 6th-12th century on its ground floor which
are from various parts of western India, majorly from Maharashtra, Gujarat, Karnataka, and
Madhya Pradesh. The kingdoms that get a major highlight are the Cholas, Chalukyas,
Pratiharas, and Bijapur. We see clear distinctions between the places that dominated shivaites
and vaishanavites. In Gujarat, there were idols of different versions of Vishnu and in Kamnataka,
there were idols of different versions of shiva. Gujarat architecture used more pink sandstone
whereas in Karnataka we can see more use of Basalt and dolerite.
