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A lot of time, care and investment have gone into sprucing up the garden. The malis planted a variety of
seasonal annuals and tended them with great care, nurturing them in the nursery before planting them in the
college gardens. Their hard work has been amply rewarded and the gardens look beautiful. The sprawling
verdant lawns of the college with their tall trees, perennial herbs and seasonal colourful blooms are a delight
to watch. The students can often be seen clicking ‘selfies’ with the garden as a backdrop.

Almost all the plants have name plates in the college colours, bearing their botanical as well as common
names, to familiarize the students with them. In the hostel lawn, the Royal Palms which had fallen due to
age and termite attack have been replaced with new ones. The area outside the library just next to the college
gate and college boundary has been beautified with cacti, succulents and bromeliads placed on stands
specially designed for them. Landscaping of the area under tree canopies has been carried out by planting
beautiful luxuriantly growing perennials all around their bases. New Ficus panda hedge has been planted in
the lawn beside the Principal’s office. This year the malis also prepared splendid baskets of some herbs which
are gracefully suspended from stands in the canteen lawn and are the cynosure of all eyes.
